Protective Industrial Products, Mt. Pleasant, SC. 
Mr. Curl represents approximately ten vendors who sell a variety of safety products.  When asking for safety equipment do not specify items “approved by” or “required by” OSHA.  OSHA does not specify or qualify any safety items.  ANSI standards are the specifications for PPE.  The American National Standards Institute does all the testing, data gathering and specification setting for PPE and other safety equipment.  It is the agency that provides quality control.
New changes in PPE include a wider range of sizes, especially in Fire Resistant (FR) and High Visibility (highvis) clothing.  Striping and dirt resistance has improved in much of the class 2 and class 3 highvis coats and pants.

Hydrophobic coating on goggles and glasses make them more anti-fog.  New materials make them lighter and therefore easier to wear.

New technology in signage has helped safety efforts.  This is because what has to endure days and weeks if not years of UV direct light now has anti-fade coating.
New attachments for lighting on hard hats makes it less likely to get knocked off the hat.  Higher and more targeted light 60 -200 lumens, makes working in the dark or low light situations safer.

There are new hard hats that have recessed safety glasses built in.  This makes users more likely to wear eye protection.  Also, old liners that were difficult to install in the hat shell now come built-in.

There are more different kinds of work gloves than can be imagined.  Puncture and cut resistance have improved. Anti-slip and chemical impermeability has improved, too.  Impacto makes some truly specialized gloves.

Stephen brought samples and catalogues and closed his talk by talking individually with ASSE members about their specific needs and PPE applications.
